RELEVANCE AND SOCIAL SIGNIFICANCE OF THE PROJECT

Hearing impairment is considered one of the most severe developmental
disorders of a child. Reduced hearing or its absence, as a rule, does not distinguish a
person from the general mass, since he does not have visible physical disabilities. The
problem becomes noticeable only when you try to interact with a hearing impaired
child. That is why hearing impairment is considered primarily a social defect.

Children with hearing impairment study in a special school, live and
communicate in a micro-society of deaf people. These children, like their hearing
peers, draw, sculpt, make applications, sew, dance, sing, but in a special sign
language, engage in pantomime. Their works are filled with emotions, experiences,
joy, delight and even pain. Creativity helps in adaptation and rehabilitation, it is self-
expression and self-realization. Hobby classes in studios, theaters, circles are an
opportunity for their productive creative activity and social communication.
Creativity is one of the conditions for successful socialization of a person, which
allows you to express yourself in the modern world, in a variety of life situations.

Our time is a time of change. Now our country needs people who are able to
make non-standard decisions, who are able to think creatively, and the problem of
developing the creative abilities of students with hearing impairment is more relevant
than ever. In the process of teaching acting, gesture singing, pantomime and other
types of children's creative activities, an atmosphere of creative search is created,
which helps a student with hearing impairment to fully reveal his abilities.

The implementation of this project contributes to the formation of knowledge,
methods of action, abilities that allow a child with hearing impairment to realize his
idea in the performance of a sign song, theatrical pantomime, and the performance of
works of arts and crafts.

Project participants learn creativity in a group, team; win over other people; Do
not succumb to fluctuations in your mood, adapt to new, unusual requirements and
conditions, and even independently organize creativity in the group.

The implementation of this project, firstly, contributes to the formation of a
number of communicative skills and abilities in students, which include:

1. the ability to think independently, to obtain and apply the knowledge gained
in practical activities, taking into account the knowledge of other participants;

2. the ability to express one's point of view, develop cognitive, research and
creative activities (to formulate one's opinion clearly for everyone, to prove it
reasonably);

3. find non-standard solutions when performing problem tasks and share them
with participants.
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The second important indicator is the upbringing of a creatively capable
personality and does not exclude the possibility of further development and growth at
the professional level.

PRACTICAL AND INTELLECTUAL PART

The system of additional education in a special school includes a variety of
areas that ensure the interests of children of all ages, which makes it possible to
implement an individual approach to a child with hearing impairment with any
abilities and different levels of knowledge.

Organizing classes in creative associations, the focus of our attention is on
children who show signs of general giftedness, those who are distinguished by high
curiosity, broad cognitive activity, bright cognitive interests and the need for
creativity, vivid imagination, highly developed fantasy, they stand out for bright,
obvious, sometimes outstanding achievements (or have internal prerequisites for such
achievements).

At present, the special school organizes classes in the sign song studio "Singing
Hands", in the pantomime theater "Sputnik”, in the art activity studio "Magic
Palette”, classes in the circles "Beadwork", "Wonderful Thread" with coverage of
64% of schoolchildren, students have some success. Performance of students with
Belarusian and Russian pop stars: Irina Dorofeeva, within the framework of the
musical lounge "We give joy"; Evgenia Korotkevich in the concert "From Heart to
Heart", timed to coincide with the International Day of Persons with Disabilities, in a
patriotic concert in military unit 5448 of the city of Minsk, on the stage of the
Moscow Gerasimov Institute of Cinematography at the charity festival "Sung Songs";
Angelina Volkova at the Bouquet for Mom charity concert at the Republican
Scientific and Practical Center for Pediatric Oncology, Hematology and Immunology.

Participation in the fashion show - the graduate model school "Stellars Models
Studio - 2024", in the inclusive multi-genre art competition "Special Talents" in
Moscow, in competitions of fine arts and decarative-applied creativity: the
competition "Children on the planet are friends",

"I draw law", "OSVOD through the eyes of children”. "The World of My Peaceful
Hobbies".

Students of the pantomime theater "Sputnik" took part in the competition of
the administration of the Partizansky district "Partizansky loaf", regularly take part in
the competition "Vyaselkavy karagod", etc.

The performance of songs in Belarusian Sign Language by the participants of
the sign song studio "Singing Hands", the performance of the anthem expresses love
for the country, native land, its beauty, respect for people - citizens of our wonderful
Belarus. The performance of works by the participants of the Sputnik pantomime
theater, for example, such a work as "Khatyn", allows you to reveal the best qualities
of a person, form moral priorities, and contributes to the formation of a sense of
patriotism of a growing citizen. The works made by students in the art studio "Magic
Palette"”, in the circles "Beadwork", "Wonderful Thread" will delight rma3, to create a
good mood, to develop aesthetic taste and, of course, to increase the self-esteem of
deaf schoolchildren, the authors of works.



In the 2023/2024 academic year, the institution created a children's school
journal with sign language translation "School Bulletin”, it can now be considered as
a means of creating a strong creative children's team at school, as a means of forming
the opinion and developing the personality of the child. Within the framework of this
project, it is planned to prepare students in acting for active participation in the work
of the magazine.

As the main areas of work with gifted children, we distinguish:
a) creation of conditions for the individualization of the development of abilities of
gifted children;

6a system of additional education designed to meet the constantly changing
individual socio-cultural and educational needs of gifted children and to ensure the
discovery and ascertainment of the child's interests and giftedness in the development
(1st, diagnostic stage); clarification of the identified giftedness of the child (2nd stage
- clarification of the identified abilities of the child), support and development of their
abilities within the framework of creative activity (3rd stage - creation of conditions
for the development of gifted children),
diagnostics of the success of the development of the child's giftedness (4th stage -
analysis of the intermediate results of supporting the development of a gifted child).
